Chair opened the meeting and welcomed everyone present.

Apologies were noted as above.

Following a meeting with Royal British Legion and CPC regards documents needed for the Remembrance Parade, RBL confirmed they do not insure the event. To be discussed in a later agenda item. 

Cam Community Action Group have a meeting with Radio Gloucestershire to discuss the Local Plan and CPCs open letter. Invite has been extended to CPC. MoP has spoken to the examiners regards the major issues needed to be modified in order for the local plan to be viable who confirmed all information is in the public domain on the SDC examination library.

FC.23.146 To receive findings update from the business survey carried out by The Engine 
Presentation received from The Engine on their consultation with local businesses. Chair thanked The Engine for a valuable piece of work which will be included as part the NDP review following the outcome of review of the local plan.  The Business documentation will be available to review on the parish council website.

Council resolved to move agenda item up in order for Mathew Patrick (from Royal British Legion) to participate. 

FC.23.147 To agree arrangements for Cam Remembrance Parade and agree actions
Service and parade will take place on Sunday 12th November, 10:30am at St Georges Church. 

CPC had contact from the Air Cadets explaining that they now have to work to new guidance which needs evidence of a risk assessment, road closure and insurance. Historically, CPC have never been formally involved in organising this event. RBL have now confirmed that they run the event on behalf of the Parish Council and do not insure it. 

It is believed to be too late for a road closure for this year, but Clerk is satisfied that the event can go ahead without the march past along the road as it will not be covered by our insurance. 
If it is possible for the road to be closed, £50 charge may apply delegated to the Clerk and Cllr Fulcher and this should be the preferred option.  Should no road closure be possible, Council RESOLVED to 
· attend in high vis jackets – Cllrs Fowler, Chandler, Jo Kendall, Jonathan Dormer
· marshall the road closure 
· write to RBL, army cadets, air cadets, brownies, guides, rainbows to confirm that the event will be covered by CPC insurance but as there is no road closure in place, the march along the road will not be covered by the insurance. 
· Commit to formal arrangements to be put in place with a road closure for next year

RBL will give out the same information on the loudspeaker during the event. 
Cllr Morton and Cllr Temlett will be first aiders. 
Wreath will be laid by Chair at Cam Pitch and Vice-Chair at Hopton Green. 


FC.23.148 To sign off on artwork and agree any actions associated with CIL policy.
Final documents including social media graphics, marketing, forms have all been approved by the working party. SDC have congratulated the Parish for this approach. 

Council RESOLVED to accept the final documents and congratulated the Projects Officer and working party for a good piece of work.

c) Parish Councillors – Cllr Fowler attended a meeting of the Stinchcombe Hill Trust. Approx 1,800 Ash will be felled around Stinchcombe Hill. UWE are carrying out research to log all the flora and fauna on the Hill. Recognition given to the Green Keeper. 
Cllr Chandler attends a weekly walking group and is now litter picking as he goes. 
Cllr Temlett has been liaising with RBL regards maintenance of the land at Upthorpe. Work will be carried out on a large Oak as it is growing into the power lines.

Co-Option request received from Jonathan Dormer. Council RESOLVED to fill the vacancy by co-option and welcomed Cllr Dormer to the table.

Council RESOLVED to host the Annual Parish Assembly in line with the elections timetable on Thursday 30th May 2024 at the Parish Council Office.

FC.23.159 To consider Clifton Community Award associated paperwork, agree budget and agree other actions.
Council considered the nomination criteria and awards. Deputy will investigate costings for a full record board which will be deferred to FPGP. 

Council RESOLVED to accept the nomination form and timeline to fit in with the Annual Parish Assembly with the amendment of the wording to remove hero, replacing with champion.

FC.23.160 To receive update regarding SDC request for pause for examination process for the local plan review and agree actions
Examiners have given feedback/guidance on what they consider needs to be done to make the plan viable in their opinion, asking SDC to consider their options. SDC defended their course of action but are working on an action plan with joint parties requesting a 6 month delay.   The opposition at SDC put forward a motion at the last Full Council which was subsequentially amended where they agreed to carry on with their request for a six month pause. 

CPC previously agreed to write an open letter. This was sent to SDC Chief Executive, District Councillors and GCC. We will wait until the deadline on 10th November to learn outcome. 

FC.23.161 To note any items for information or referral only
Cllr Temlett raised an issue with the shoring of the bank along Station Road. This is GCCs responsibility who say there is no issue to note. Referred to P&H next week.

Footpath down the side of Leaside Close has an even surface where the tarmac has given way. This will be referred to SDC.
